New Delhi; Prime Minister Naren-
dra Modi said on Monday that peo-
ple-centric governance and contin-
uous effort towards good govern-
ance have been the hallmark of the
government in the past eight vears,

adding that through various
schemes, the poor have been given
the respect they deserve.

Hesaid alarge partof the world is
looking at India for solutions and
this has become possible because
the government trusted in the
common wisdom of people and en-
couraged their intelligent partici-
pation inthe growth.

“In earlier days, the country suf-

fered because of government-cen-
tric governance. But, today in the
Z1st century, the country is progress-
ing with the approach of people-
centric governance,” he said, inau-
gurating a week-long celebration as
part of ‘Azadi Ka Amrit Mahotsav’
(AKAM)from JuneétoJune 11, 2022,

The week-long programme is
part of celebrating 75 years of In-
dia’s independence, organised by
minisiries of finance and corpo-
rate affairs.

“The world is looking at us with
hope and confidence as a capable,
game changing, creative, innovative
ecosvstem,” the PM said, adding
that it is the duty of every country-
man to make a special contribution
to the development of the nation.

Providing free ration during the
Covid period freed more than 80
crore countrymen from the fear of
hunger. “We are witnessing a new
confidence among the citizens to
come out of the mentality of depri-
vation and dream big,” he said.

On the ocecasion, the PM also
launched the Jan Samarth portal,
a credit-linked portal of 12 govern-
ment schemes, to ensure ease in
credit availability to yvouth, entre-
preneurs and farmers. He said
great priority has been given tothe
youth while initiating reforms,
counting on the number of star-
tups and voung entrepreneurs,

The Jan Samarth portal will be
an end-to-end delivery platform,
and more people will come for-

ward to avail loans, he added.

Finance minister Nirmala Sitha-
raman said each of the schemes
will be displayed on the portal.
“*This portal is going to make it
easy for the citizens as they do not
have to ask the same questions ev-
ery time to avail of a government
programme.”

On the occasion, the PM also

AKAM design, which will be part
of circulation.

SNA Dashboard: Tracking the States’
Contribution, Spending Under CSS

Centrally sponsored schemes (CS5)
contribute significantly to fiscal
transfers from the Centre to states. In
2021-22,%3.8lakh crorewasreleased to
states under CSS, accounting for 20%
of the total fiscal transfers.

CSS funds are released by the mini-
stry concerned to the state govern-
ments’ accounts in the Reserve Bank
of India (RBI). Many studies and au-
dit reports have underscored multi-
ple concerns in the flow and utilisa-
tion of these funds.

As no time limit was prescribed for
release of funds from state treasuries
to implementing agencies (1As), the
fund transfer was based on liguidity
positionand priorities of the state go-
vernments. Fund flowed to more than
18 lakh [As from the state to the villa-
ge level. The absence of separate he-
ads of account for the central and the
state share in state budgets had made
tracking of the state share contribu-
tion a herculean task.

The finance ministry has put in place
a web-based public financial manage-
ment system (PFMS) integrated with
banksand state treasuries. Throughan
expenditure-advance-transfer (EAT)
maodule, PFMS captures financial in-
formation from [As too.

However, data exchange between
PFMS and state treasuries was irre-
gular, Information on fund utilisa-
tion by 1As was not forthcoming eit-
her. Only 4% of them were uploading

information in the EAT module.

For more effective cash manage-
ment and enhanecing transparency
and efficiency in release and utilisa-
tion of funds, the Department of Ex-
penditure notified a new procedure
for release of funds under CSS on
March 23, 2021. Known as the ‘SNA
Model’, the new rulebook came into
effect from July 1, 2021. It marked a pa-
radigm shift in the way CSS operate.

The SNA Model requires states to no-
tify a single nodal agency (SNA) for
each CS8S. Every SNA needs to open an
account in a commercial bank. All IAs
down the ladder are to either operate
directly from the SNA's account or
open zero-balance subsidiary account
withdrawinglimitssetby SNA. [As we-
realsodirected to transfer the funds av-
ailable in their accounts to SNA.

Under the SNA Model, too, funds are
released by central ministries to state
covernments’ accounts in REIL. Howe-
ver, a time limit of 21 days and 40 days
has been prescribed for transfer of the
central and the state share, respective-
Iy from the state treasury to SNA.

Subsequent instalment to the state
can be released only after transfer of
earlier central releases from the state

treasury to SNA and utilisation of
75% of the central share and the com-
mensurate state taken together. Besi-
des, the new procedure mandatesthat
in asingle instalment, the central mi-
nistries shall not release more than
25% of the fundslikely to be provided
toastate during the financial year.
The SNA Model further ensures a
tight monitoring of availability and
ntilisation of funds by mandating
that CSS funds shall stay only in the
SNA account. Interest earned is re-
flected in PFMS and is to be remitted
to the respective consolidated funds
as per the fund sharing ratio. All
SNAs and [As are to use the EAT mo-
dule or integrate their syvstems with
PFMS. Bank accounts of all SNAs
and LAs are onboarded on PFMS.
Combined and concerted efforts of
central and the state governments ha-
ve firmly established the SNA Model,
which has been adopted by all the sta-
tes. With implementation of parent-
child accounts, float has declined shar-
ply with consequent reduction in cost
of funds to the government. Funds stay
in just 3,074 bank accounts now,
Scheme-wise and state-wise funds
available with SNAs is visible to sta-

keholders. As on June 3, 2022, SNAs
had ¥1,15,923 crore in thelr accounts.
Expenditure incurred by 9.77 lakh
IAs onboarded on PFMS is evident
too, PFMS also informs the central
ministries about the central share re-
leased to a state but not released by
the state to SNA as well as about the
outstanding state share.

Sinceexpenditureona CSSinastate
is being made from a single bank ac-
count, submission of utilisation cer-
tificates has become easv. Transpa-
rency in fund flow and setting of time
limits has dampened the tendency of
states toretain CSS funds.

Information on interest accrued in
SNAs" accounts is available to stake-
holders, too. In 2021-22, interest of %,259
crore was credited to the SNAs' acco-
unts. Moreover, since central releases
are now based strictly on the informa-
tion available in PFMS, the data ex-
change frequency between state frea-
suries and PFMS has soared. The SNA
Meodel is also generating invaluable da-
ta to aid policymaking, budgeting and
scheme appraisals.

Asapartof celebration of ‘Azadi Ka
Amrit Mahotsav', the finance mini-
ster will launch SNA dashboard on
June 7. The dashboard will provide
comprehensive, real-time picture of
release, expenditure, account balan-
ce, interest earned, etc. to the scheme
managers and decision makers.

Although a lot has been achieved,
more needs to be done to further 1m-
prove users’ experience, optimally
utilise the data available in PFMS,
and build additional features. Nevert-
heless, the SNA Model is poised to re-
volutionise public financial manage-
ment in India and will immensely
contribute to the Prime Minister’s vi-
sion of a Digital India,

New Delhi: Commerce and in-
dustry minister Piyvush Goval on
Monday said the negotiations for a
free trade agreement (FTA) with
the European Union will begin
from June 17 at Brussels.

He said negotiations were pro-
gressing for such agreements with
the United Kingdom and Canada.

“FTA negotiations with the EU
will begin in Brusselsonthel17thof
thismonth,” Goval said.

India-EU FTA negotiations were
stuck after 16 rounds of talks bet-

ween 2007 and 2013. While the EU
insisted on duty concessions on
automobiles, alcoholic beverages
and dairy products, India's de-
mands included greater access to
the EU market for its skilled pro-
fessionals.

(Goyal alsosaid India aims todoub-
le export of marine products to 71
lakh erore from the present 50,000
crore in the next five years.

“This target will be achieved
through sustainable fishing, ensu-
ring quality and variety, promo-
tion of coastal shipping and aqua-
culture, and by supporting the en-
tire fisheries ecosystem,” he said
at an event organised by the Mari-
ne Products Export Development
Authority (MPEDA) in Kerala.

The minister also ruled out the
possibility of shifting the MPEDA
office from Kochi.
